   Heat restrictions – they are outside from 7:30 until 11 or 12  if heat index is < 95

   If > 95, the must b e inside at 11 am or sooner,  They may not be walking inside at 11

   STUDENTS MUST HAVE  HAT,  SUNSCREEN, WATER BOTTLE and HEALTHY LUNCH  everyday
   STUDNETS MUST BE ON TIME

      - they must be on the practice filed at 7:30 am, not arriving at the school at 7:30 am

   DO NOT:

      - send them with brand new tennis shoes as they will be ruined and stinky

      - eat dairy products for breakfast and/or lunch 

 Once school starts and until the end of competition season

      -  practices will be on Tuesday night form 6 pm – 9 pm

   -  games on Friday nights – easier for students to stay after school, Ms Vitulli and Mr Lukac are always in the bank room during this time

   - arrival time for competiions vary and students will be notified the Monday prior to competition

   - students will be fed either a snack or meal depending on arrival time at the school on competition day

If you would like to chaperone an overnight trip, you must have volunteered prior to this trip.  The new rule going into effect is you must volunteer a minimum of 5 times prior to the overnight trip.
